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Reading Curriculum

Throughout Year 1 Focus on:
Read words containing taught GPCs
Read other words of more than one syllable that contain taught GPCs
Apply phonic knowledge and skills as the route to decode words with increasing accuracy and fluency
Read all capital letters and the days of the week
Respond speedily with the correct sound to graphemes (letters or groups of letters) for all 40+ phonemes and many alternative sounds for graphemes
Read accurately by blending sounds in unfamiliar words containing GPCs that have been taught
Read aloud accurately decodable books that are consistent with their developing phonic knowledge
Re-read books to build up fluency and confidence
Read words with contractions [for example, I'm, I'll, we'll], and understand that the apostrophe represents the omitted letter(s)

e |dentify simple text features such as titles and pictures to indicate what a text is about
¢ Talk about books (when not decoding) make meaning from visual features of the text, e.g. illustrations and captions to help discussions (decoding)
