Message from the Head
Welcome back to school following the Easter break.

Shropshire Council are this week launching a focus on
school attendance which supports the work the school
has been doing on improving attendance over the last
couple of years. This focus has seen attendance rates
improve significantly but there is still some work to do.

We value your child's regular school attendance for
their academic success. Each day counts towards
building your child's educational foundation and
attendance significantly impacts academic
performance and fosters confidence and belonging.

Your child's consistent attendance is crucial for their
success so please communicate any attendance
concerns promptly. Attached to this newsletter is a
letter from the Local Authority outlining the
importance of attendance.
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What does my child's % attendance mean?

Weekly Attendance

Owl Class —94%

Hawk Class — 96%

Kestrel Class —99%
Osprey Class — 85%
Falcon Class — 83%

Average = 91.5%

This is some way short of our school target which is
97%

Polling Day
As some of you are aware, Polling Day for Police and
Crime Commissioners Election is on 2" May and the
school will be used as Polling Station.

Wraparound Care and School Club Payments
