Accelerated Reader
This week we have started the process of introducing
Accelerated Reader to the school. This new scheme is
aimed at children who are coming to the end of their
phonics journey and will stretch from approximately
Year 2 all the way to Year 6.

It will motivate children to read more through engaging
quizzes, goal setting, and personalised
recommendations. With teachers having an enhanced
understanding of the children’s reading ability, children
will increase their reading volume, develop greater
reading stamina, word recognition, and language
comprehension skills.

We are excited to introduce Accelerated Reader over
the coming weeks when we will share in more detail
the roll parents can play in supporting children with
their reading.
